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Penularan Covid-19 terjadi sebagian besar terjadi karena kelalaian dalam penggunaan
Alat Pelindung Diri (APD).Pada tanggal 04 September 2020 Pemerintah Provinsi
DKI Jakarta mencatat sebanyak 139.201 orang yang dikenakan sanksi karena tidak
menggunakan masker selama Pembatasan Sosial Berskala Besar (PSBB) transisi
periode 05 Juni hingga 03 September 2020. Berdasarkan hasil studi pendahuluan
yang peneliti lakukan menunjukkan dari 20 responden 11 orang (55%) yang
berperilaku kurang baik dalam penggunaan masker. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk
mengetahui faktor-faktor yang berhubungan dengan perilaku penggunaan masker di
masa pandemi covid 19 pada pedagang Pasar Malabar Lama, Kota Tangerang tahun
2021. Penelitian ini menggunakan desain penelitian Cross sectional dengan besar
sampel 101 pedagang Pasar Malabar Lama, Kota Tangerang.Teknik pengambilan
sampel menggunakan metode quota sampling dengan analisa data univariat dan
bivariat menggunakan uji chi square. Penelitian ini dilakukan bulan November 2021
— Februari 2022. Hasil univariat proporsi tertinggi adalah pada pedagang yang
memiliki perilaku kurang baik dalam menggunakan masker yaitu sebanyak 60 orang
(59,4%), sikap positif pedagang dalam menggunakan masker sebanyak 65 orang
(64,4%), keterpaparan informasi baik pada pedagang dalam menggunakan masker
sebanyak 100 orang (99%), rekan kerja tidak mendukung dalam menggunakan
masker sebanyak 64 orang (63,4%). Tidak terdapat hubungan antara sikap (PR=1,04,
95% CI=0,75-1,45), keterpaparan informasi (PR=1,69, 95% CI= 1,143 — 1,99) dan
dukungan rekan kerja (PR=0,86, 95% CI=0,62-1,19), dengan perilaku menggunakan
masker. Diharapkan ketua pasar dan petugas kesehatan lebih ketat lagi menerapkan
peraturan penggunaan masker pada pedagang.

Most of the transmission of Covid-19 occurred due to negligence in the use of
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE). On September 04, 2020, the Provincial
Government of DKI Jakarta recorded that 139,201 people were sanctioned for not
wearing masks during the transition to the Large-Scale Social Restrictions (PSBB)
for the period from June 05 to September 03, 2020. Based on the results of a
preliminary study conducted by researchers, it showed that from 20 respondents 11
people (55%) who behave badly in the use of masks. This study aims to determine the
factors related to the behavior of using masks during the covid 19 pandemic among
traders at the Old Malabar Market, Tangerang City in 2021. This study used a cross
sectional research design with a sample size of 101 traders at the Old Malabar
Market, Tangerang City. The sampling technique used the quota sampling method
with univariate and bivariate data analysis using the chi square test. This research was
conducted in November 2021 — February 2022. The highest proportion of univariate
results was on traders who had bad behavior in using masks, namely 60 people
(59.4%), positive attitudes of traders in using masks were 65 people (64.4% ), good
information exposure to traders in using masks as many as 100 people (99%),
colleagues do not support using masks as many as 64 people (63.4%). There was no
relationship between attitude (PR=1.04, 95% CI=0.75-1.45), information exposure
(PR=1.69, 95% CI=1.143 — 1.99) and support from colleagues (PR = 0.86, 95% CI =
0.62-1.19), with the behavior of using a mask. It is hoped that market leaders and
health workers will be more stringent in implementing the regulations on the use of
masks for traders.
