Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menilai kinerja bank persero yang 

diproyeksikan dengan variabel Return on Equity (ROE) dengan system du-pont 5 

model dengan penambahan variabel independen Net Interest Margin (NIM), 

Deposit to Asset Ratio (DAR) dan Loan to Asset Ratio (LAR). 

Bank persero memegang peranan penting pada perekonomian Negara, 

karena porsinya yang besar dalam perbankan nasional, kinerja bank persero 

mencerminkan kinerja lembaga keuangan Negara. Populasi yang digunakan dalam 

penelitian ini adalah kelompok bank persero yang terdaftar di Bank Indonesia (BI) 

periode 2005 – 2015. Dengan menggunakan metode purposive sampling, maka 

diperoleh sebanyak 4 bank sebagai sampel penelitian. Metode analisis yang 

digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah regresi linier berganda. Selain itu dalam 

penelitian ini dilakukan uji asumsi klasik meliputi uji heteroskedastisitas, uji 

multikolinieritas. Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa secara parsial 

Operating Profit Margin (OPM), Interest Burden (IB), Tax Burden (TB), Total 

Asset Turn Over (TATO), Equity Multiplier (EM), Net Interest Margin (NIM) 

berpengaruh positif signifikan, sedangkan Deposit to Asset Ratio (DAR) dan Loan 

to Asset Ratio (LAR) berpengaruh negatif tidak signifikan terhadap Return on 

Equity (ROE) dan seluruh variabel independen secara simultan berpengaruh 

signifikan terhadap variabel dependen. Dimana nilai R-square sebesar 0,7279 

yang menjelaskan bahwa variabel-variabel independen dapat menjelaskan variabel 

dependen sebesar 72,79% dan sisanya 27,21% dijelaskan oleh variabel lain diluar 

penelitian.

This study aims to assess the performance of state-owned banks are projected 

with variable Return on Equity (ROE) by the system du-pont 5 models with the 

addition of independent variables Net Interest Margin (NIM), Deposit to Asset 

Ratio (DAR) and the Loan to Asset Ratio (LAR ). 

 State-owned banks an important role in the State economy, because of its great 

position in the national banking system, the bank's performance reflect the 

performance of state-owned financial institutions Countries. The population used 

in this study is a owned banks listed on the Bank Indonesia (BI) in period 2005 – 

2015. By using purposive sampling method, it is obtained as many as 4 banks a 

study sample. The method analysis used in this study is multiple linier regression. 

In this research also include the classical assumption that heteroscedasticity test 

and multycollinearity test. The results of this study showed that partially 

Operating Profit Margin (OPM), Interest Burden (IB), Tax Burden (TB), Total 

Asset Turn Over (TATO), Equity Multiplier (EM), Net Interest Margin (NIM) 

have positive significant effect to Return on Equity (ROE), Deposit to Asset Ratio 

(DAR) and Loan to Asset Ratio (LAR) has negative no significant effect to Return 

on Equity (ROE) and all independent variables simultaneously significant effect 

on the dependent variable. The value of R-square is 0,7279 and it means 

independent variables can explain the dependent variable as much as 77,79%, 

while the remaining amount of 27,21% is influenced by other factors which not 

included in the model. 
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
