Luka tertusuk jarum suntik atau yang dikenal dengan Needle Stick Injury 

merupakan luka akibat jarum yang langsung menusuk kulit. Di Rumah Sakit S 

Jakarta masih terdapat kejadian tertusuk jarum suntik sepanjang tahun 2014-2017. 

Kejadian tertusuk jarum suntik tahun 2017 sampai dengan14 kejadian. Tujuan 

penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui faktor-faktor yang mempengaruhi perilaku 

perawat dan bidan dalam kejadian tertusuk jarum suntik di Rumah Sakit S Jakarta 

tahun 2017. Jenis penelitian yang digunakan adalah penelitian kuantitatif dengan 

pendekatan cross sectional. Sampel dalam penelitian ini berjumlah 130 perawat 

dan bidan di ruang rawat inap Rumah Sakit S Jakarta. Uji statistik yang digunakan 

adalah Fisher Exact. Berdasarkan hasil uji Fisher Exact menunjukkan pendidikan 

memiliki hubungan dengan perilaku perawat dan bidan dalam kejadian tertusuk 

jarum suntik (P=0,038), masa kerja memiliki hubungan dengan perilaku perawat 

dan bidan dalam kejadian tertusuk jarum suntik (P=0,003), pengetahuan memiliki 

hubungan dengan perilaku perawat dan bidan dalam kejadian tertusuk jarum 

suntik (P=0,010), dan pelatihan memiliki hubungan dengan perilaku perawat dan 

bidan dalam kejadian tertusuk jarum suntik (P=0,001). Saran diharapkan 

penambahan kuota untuk melanjutkan pendidikan, mengadakan penilaian kinerja, 

penambahan materi pelatihan mengenai tehnik pembuangan sampah dan paparan 

benda tajam, serta melakukan pelatihan secara berkala dan memprioritaskan yang 

belum mengikuti pelatihan 
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FACTORS AFFECTING NURSE BEHAVIOR AND INVESTIGATIONS IN 

SURVIVAL INSTALLATION IN S JAKARTA HOSPITAL IN 2017 

 

Injured needle injury or known as the Needle Stick Injury is a wound from a 

needle directly piercing the skin. At the S Jakarta Hospital there are still needles 

injected during 2014-2017. The incidence of needle puncture in 2017 up to 14 

events. The purpose of this study is to determine the factors that influence the 

behavior of nurses and midwives in the incidence of needle impaled at S Jakarta 

Hospital in 2017. Type of research used is quantitative research with cross 

sectional approach. The sample in this study were 130 nurses and midwives in the 

S Jakarta hospital ward. The statistic test used is Fisher Exact. Based on the 

results of Fisher Exact test showed that education has relationship with the 

behavior of nurses and midwives in the incidence of needlestick puncture (P = 

0.038), the working period has correlation with the behavior of nurse and midwife 

in the incidence of needle stick (P = 0,003), knowledge has relationship with 

behavior Nurses and midwives in needle-punctured events (P = 0.010), and 

training has a relationship with the behavior of nurses and midwives in the 

incidence of needlestick puncture (P = 0.001). Suggestions are expected to add 

quotas to continue education, conduct performance assessments, add training 

materials on waste disposal techniques and exposure to sharps, and conduct 

regular and prioritized trainings that have not been trained 
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
